Continues to be a big splash in primary schools in the
Falkirk District but this flagship project could be
withdrawn as funding streams dry up.

CATCA has been following the progress of this
project since it was introduced into Falkirk Council
Schools by the Clyde River Foundation in 2008.
Originally coordinated by Helen Winton,
Environmental Science Project Officer, the project
was transferred to Hugh Stewart, Enterprise in
Education Officer who took on the coordinating role
in 2010. Hugh has been working closely with CATCA
in the knowledge that the current pot of Falkirk
Council Education budget used to fund this project is
ending.

Both Hugh Stewart and CATCA are aware of the value
this particular project brings to the schools. Hugh
formerly a biology teacher in Falkirk High School
describes this flagship project as a self -contained,
hands on introduction to the freshwater biology and
fishery of the River Carron. The project involves the
installation ofalow -t ech ocl assroom
installed into each of the participating schools and
under the guidance of River Forth Fisheries Trust ,

the children learn to look after 250 brown trout fish
eggs through to hatching and the point in nature
where they start to feed. At this point the fish are
ready to be released (usually after about 5 weeks)
when it is time for each class to walk to their river to
release their fish. CATCA discovered this project
during the initial consultation with all 16

communities who came together to put forward their
aspirations for the river .

All schools that CATCA had contact with who had
completed this project were totally enthused by it and
described it as one of the most popular projects they
had ever undertaken. The kids love it and learn so
much which crosscuts many different subjects in the
curriculum.

CATCA having joined a number of schools to monitor
their experience, observed the value of the project as
it enables community engagement with local
professional and voluntary river management groups
who visit the schools to support this local learning
experience. Visits from a variety of stakeholders such
as Falkirk Council Ranger Service, Communities Along
the Carron Association and The River Carron Fisheries
Management Group all help to stimulate a number of
learning outcomes including the effects of social issues
such as litter, fly tipping and pollution as well as
understanding the ecology and biodiversity of the River
System and the life cycle of the trout and Atlantic
Salmon.

The children who experience this project undoubtedly
develop a keener sense of responsible citizenship and
environmental awareness. They develop a clear
understanding of the fish life cycle and increased
respect for their environment.

Hugh Stewart fully agrees that failure to fund this
project and the subsequent withdrawal of the
opportunities for the schools to undertake it would be
a great loss to the educational experience it can offer
and to the life long learning experience it has the
potential to influence. At a cost of around £1000 per
school the project was already financially restrictive,
allowing only a few of the 49 primary schools in Falkirk
Council area to experience it.
